HAZARDOUS MATERIALS / CHEMICAL SPILL

Hazardous material spills may occur inside a building, such as a spill in a chemistry lab or workplace. More likely, large spills will occur outside, such as a tank truck accident involving large quantities of hazardous material. 

Spill inside the Building:

Procedures:

1. Close all windows and doors; shut off mechanical ventilating systems. 

2. Call 911: 

· Provide the following Information 

· Building address
· Business name
· Your name and phone number 

· Exact location of the spill and/or materials released 

· Characteristics of spill (colors, smells, visible gases) 

· Name of substance, if known 

· Injuries, if any 

3. Remain inside building unless ordered to evacuate.
4. DO NOT eat or drink anything or apply cosmetics. 

Safety Coordinator and/or Supervisor:

1. Confirm 911 was called
2. Notify Building owner and management
3. If there appears to be imminent danger, evacuate to a safe area. Advise employees NOT to leave grounds in case there is a need for decontamination. 

Spill outside the Building:


Person Discovering Spill:

1. Alert others in immediate area to leave the area.
2.  Call 911: 

· Provide the following Information 

· Building address
· Business name
· Your name and phone number 

· Exact location of the spill and/or materials released 

· Characteristics of spill (colors, smells, visible gases) 

· Name of substance, if known 

· Injuries, if any 

Safety Coordinator and/or Supervisor:
1. Send person knowledgeable of incident and affected area to assist emergency response 

2. Confirm 911 was called
3. Obtain as much information as possible about material
4. Notify building owner and management

5. If there appears to be imminent danger, evacuate to a safe area. Advise employees NOT to leave grounds in case there is a need for decontamination.
